According to the valid ICCF Tournament Rules, and Congress 2009 decisions, the following 13 teams qualified for this Final from the preliminaries and from the Final of the 13th Olympiad:

From the preliminaries of the 16th Olympiad, Section 1: 

Israel, Italy, Brazil, France 

From the preliminaries of the 16th Olympiad, Section 2:  

England, Ukraine, Finland

From the preliminaries of the 16th Olympiad, Section 3:  

Sweden, Slovakia, U.S.A.
The Final will start on June 10th, 2010. 

This Final will be played normally by post. The “Playing Rules for Team Tournament Games Played Normally by Post” approved by the ICCF Congress 2008 in Pleven will apply. The tournament will be governed by the paragraph 1.7 of the valid ICCF Tournament Rules. Paragraph 6.7.g shall apply for the allocation of colours.

There will be four (4) players in each team. A maximum of two (2) players may be replaced during the tournament. The 3 top placed teams will qualify for the Final of the 19th Correspondence Chess Olympiad.

There are no entry fees for this tournament.

Team entries should be sent via the national federations, by Email to the ICCF Title Tournaments Commissioner Marco Caressa (mcaressa@iccf.com), to be received not later than on April 30th, 2010.

All entries should include the following details:

· preferred board order,

· names, ICCF codes, postal and Email (where applicable) addresses of all players in the team,

· name, postal and Email address of the Team Captain.

For title norm purposes, rating numbers will be taken from the ICCF Rating List as at April 1st, 2010 and / or from the current FIDE Rating List. FIDE ratings will be treated as “unfixed” for title norm purposes. Other players will be allocated a special tournament rating of 2200.

The Tournament Director will be Mr. Carlos Flores from Spain.
